70 × 60 = 4200 7200 ÷ 8 = 900

11 × 800 = 8800 2400 ÷ 120 = 20

Answer should refer to multiplying numbers individually  
(100x8) + (70x8) + (3x8) = 800 + 560 + 24 = 1384 
An athlete runs 1500m one day. The following day, the athlete runs 6000m. What 
questions could be asked about the relationship between the two runs? 
Answer will vary but could include: ‘How many times further did the athlete run on 
day two?’ 
A school buys 12 bags of balls, which contain 60 balls in all.  Class A receives 13 
balls. How many bags does class A receive? 
Answer should refer to combining multiplication and division: 12 bags = 60 balls 
60 ÷ 12 = 5 (So, 5 balls per bag)   
Class A receive 13 balls   13 ÷ 5 = 2.6   Class A received 2.6 bags

Explain how you might calculate 203 ÷ 7 mentally.

Answers could include: If a number is multiplied by 1, the answer is always 
that same number. If a number is multiplied by 0, the answer is always 0. If 
a number is divided by 1, the answer is always that number.

For example: 7x9x5= 315 because 7x5 = 35, 10x35 = 350  Then, take away 
35 (because it should be x9) 350 – 35 = 315
